Safety Data Sheet (SDS)

A typical SDS contains information divided into 16 sections. Section 14 of the SDS -
Transport Information, contains the following essential information that would identify the
substance/item as a dangerous good when transported by air:

UN number

UN proper shipping name
Transport hazard class
Packing group (if applicable)

Special precautions when transporting the substance/item

An SDS is often used to identify dangerous goods when there is no clear identification on the
packaging. As such, when uncertain if certain items should be classified as dangerous goods,
shippers and freight forwarders may contact the supplier/manufacturer for confirmation, or
request a copy of the SDS for further information.

Shippers and freight forwarders should request a copy of the SDS from the supplier or
manufacturer of the substance/item to verify if it should be classified as a dangerous good.
